RENOVATIONS/ADDITIONS – BLK 1058 LOTS 22

(CONTRIBUTING – HD)

Luke Dillon, General Contractor and Barry Bruno, Realtor was present to represent the owner Rosemary Newman. Mr. Dillon described the application to replace four (4) doors on the rear of the structure, which were used as access to exterior steps, and landings that have been removed. Photographs of the structure were included with the application and reviewed by the members. They are requesting to replace doors with windows to match the current windows. The materials of the windows will be wood (Jeldwen w/6 over 1 fenestration, approximately 32 inch by 48 inch to match existing windows), with the exception of a smaller window at the 3rd level.  There will be “eyebrows” on third floor windows. All windows and trim will be wood.  Siding will be masonry shingles to match existing. 

Members were positive on the application and stated the removal of the doors that go nowhere will be an asset to the structure.

NEW CONSTRUCTION – BLK 1162 LOT 1.10
     (NOT RATED/NOT IN SURVEY – HD)

Adam Crossland, Architect from Asher Associates was present to represent the Owner Dr. David Tornberg. Mr. Crossland informed the members that it is a vacant lot and proposes to build a three-story Cedar shingle structure with attached garage that will blend in the streetscape. He described in detail the proposed structure with the plans dated March 23, 2011, sheet A-1 through A-3 which included the proposed elevations front, sides and rear, neighborhood photographs, and proposed Site Plan.  He informed the members that this new construction would not require any variances. Materials; Roof – Cedar or Asphalt, Facia – Azek, Soffits – Azek, Siding – Cedar Shingles, Windows – Anderson Woodwright, Window Trim-Azek, Doors – Wood, Columns – Azek, Railings-Azek, Foundation – Brick, HVAC Enclosure – Azek, Driveway/Walkway – Brick, Fence – Azek or vinyl, Garage Doors-Wood and Exterior Lighting – Lanesborugh (distressed rubbed bronze) post mounted lantern.

Members were positive on the application stating it was a modern interpretation of a shingle style and fits into the neighborhood. Several of the members concurred that the fenestration of the windows be six (6) over six (6). Mr. Crossland responded in the positive for the applicant. Members noted for the record that a fence was not included in the design, so the material requested for a fence will not be part of the application.

Motion made by Mr. Cogswell that the application be approved as presented with the fact that the windows be six (6) over six (6) instead of six (6) over one (1) fenestration and raised or louvered paneled shutters. ADDITION/2005 APPROVAL – BLK 1066 LOT 14 

(CONTRIBUTING - HD)

John and Lisa Matusiak owners were present. Mr. Matusiak explained the application was approved in 2005 by Resolution No. 2005-12 for the “The Brass Bed” and due to financial hardship and now can continue as planned.  His presentation included photos of subject property; sketches of proposed renovations and propose the same work that was previously approved.  The work will consist of construction of new dormers in order to provide necessary fire egress.  The new dormer will use all matching materials as presently on the property (cedar clapboard siding and cedar shake shingles on the roof). Mr. Matusiak stated they are to appear in front of the Planning Board April 12, 2011.

Members were positive on the application and commended the couple for they’re clean up and up keep of the property. 

Motion made by Mr. Masemore for the approval of the application pending Planning Board approval. Seconded by Mr. Fontaine and carried 7-0. The meeting was open to the public at 7:20pm with no one coming forward the public portion was closed.

DISCUSSION: 

Chairperson Gaffney inquired on how many members have completed the on line seminars. Warren Coupland informed the members of the e-mail he sent to the Mayor requesting a meeting with one member from Council, Boards & Commissions, the Construction office (or Official) concerning ways to be removed from the “Watch List”. Mr. Cogswell requested an update regarding the list that was submitted to the National Park Service in 2009. Mr. Coupland explained the technical difficulty of the submission.  Edie Kopsitz informed the members of the hand out that was distributed regarding the City currently pursuing Plan Endorsement.
