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ORDINANCE NO.

AN ACT TO AMEND CHAPTER 93, FEES, OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE OF THE TOWN OF DEWEY BEACH, DELAWARE, 2005,
AS AMENDED, BY AMENDING SECTION 93-5, RELATING TO PARKING PERMIT FEES.

WHEREAS, Ordinance 758, an act to amend Chapter 93, Fees, of the Municipal Code of the Town of Dewey Beach,
Delaware, 2005, as amended, by amending Section 9305, relating to parking permit fees, was adopted on February 12,
2021, for a trial period; and

WHEREAS, the trial period expired on December 31, 2021; and

WHEREAS, the Commissioners of the Town of Dewey Beach desire to continue this act of amendment indefinitely,
without expiration.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ENACTED AND ORDAINED, by the Commissioners of the Town of Dewey Beach, Sussex County,
Delaware, in session met, as follows:

Section 1. Amend Subsection C, Daily and Weekend Rates of §93-5 of the Code of Ordinances of Dewey Beach, by
adding thereto a new subparagraph to read as follows:

"(3) Four-hour rate:
(i) For use on a Monday/Tuesday/Wednesday (partial enforcement hours): $10.
(ii) For use on a Thursday/Friday/Saturday/Sunday (full enforcement hours): $12."

Section 2. If any provision of this Ordinance shall be deemed or held to be invalid or unenforceable for any reason
whatsoever, then such invalidity or unenforceability shall not affect any other provision of this Ordinance, which may be
given effect without such invalid or unenforceable provision, and to this end, the provisions of this Ordnance are hereby
declared to be severable.

Section 3. This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon its adoption by a majority vote of the Commissioners of the
Town of Dewey Beach.

Adopted by at least a majority of the Commissioners of the Town of Dewey Beach on March 18, 2022.
