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These are draft findings of fact which will be reviewed by the Zoning Board of Appeals, which may be added to, and to which will be added conclusions and a decision. 

Findings of Fact:

1. This is a variance request for Map U44 Lot 11, 6 Fenway Road.
2. Sandra Raymond is the owner of record of the subject property. 
3. The property is a non-conforming lot is the RA district.  The lot is also in the Shoreland Performance Overlay District and Resource Protection 1 – Critical Wetland Overlay district (RP-1).
4. The owner is proposing to construct a mudroom and garage 12.6 feet from the side property line.  The required setback is 25 feet.
5. In order to receive a building permit for this project, the applicant must demonstrate compliance with all aspects of the Shoreland Performance Overlay District and the RP-1 District.
